PURE STOCK RULES OF COMPETION 
GENERAL SAFETY GUIDELINES:
1. A four-post roll cage must be installed, with a minimum of three (3) door bars on the driver’s door and a minimum of two (2) bars on the passenger door. Roll bar construction must adhere to minimum limits of 1 ½” O.D. and .090 thickness (round).
2. A steel plate must be welded to the driver’s door bars to protect against intrusion. Minimum thickness of this plate shall be 1/8”.
3. Drive shaft loop is mandatory and must be installed 6-8 inches behind the transmission tail shaft. Chains are not permitted for this purpose the Requirement of a 3/16” strap or 1” Tubing must be used to secure the drive shaft. 
4. A mandatory minimum of three (3) bars must be installed in the windshield opening area, of 3/8” minimum thickness. A steel mesh screen is optional.
5. All drivers must wear a flame-retardant driving suit. If the driving suit is a two-piece design, both the top and bottom pieces must be worn at the same time.
6. Nomex driving gloves are mandatory while Nomex shoes and Nomex underwear are highly recommended.
7. A full shield racing helmet is required with a Snell rating of SA2000 or newer.
8. An approved 2.5 fire extinguisher, in working order, must be securely and safely mounted within reach of the driver.
9. Driver compartment area must be fully enclosed with a complete floorboard. A solid firewall must be placed between the driver and engine compartment, and between the driver and fuel cell. Loose objects and/or added weight will not be allowed in the driver compartment.
10. SFI approved 5-point racing harness (belts) is mandatory – which includes a crotch/submarine belt and must be securely fastened to the roll cage with nuts/bolts and washers. All belts must be dated and no more than 2- years old.
11. A designed-for-racing high back aluminum seat is mandatory.
12. Window nets, of the quick release system design, are mandatory.
13. Mirrors are not permitted to race without all the proper documentation on file also a copy of birth certificate and both legal parents or Guardians (with documentation) must sign all waivers and it MUST be notarized prior to entering the event. Failure to abide by all written rules of competition all liability will transfer to the racer and or their legal representatives, therefore holding Circle City Raceway harmless with no fault of liabilities this includes the use of falsified documents if submitted. 
14. Batteries must be securely fastened. Also If the battery is inside the driver compartment, it must be boxed, covered and fully secured.
15. Any weight added to the car must be securely mounted using a minimum of two (2) ½” bolts through the weights and secured
with wire. The added weight(s) must be painted white and have your car number clearly painted on them. If the added weight
falls off during an event, the car is subject to being immediately disqualified for the remainder of that night’s event losing all money and points earned 
16. A lifting hook, fully capable of lifting the weight of the car, must be securely attached to the frame at both the front and rear of the car and must be easily accessible by the tow truck operator. Circle City Raceway will be held harmless for any damage incurred while handling your vehicle at any time and the use of any equipment deemed necessary.
17. Fuel cell is mandatory.
CAR CONSTRUCTION GUIDELINES:
1. Minimum weight shall be 3150 pounds (with Driver at the end of the race) base weight (add 50lbs for 4 barrel carb and another 50 lbs for Racing transmission)
2. Any single 2-barrel carburetor may be used BUT if using a 4 barrel carburetor YOU MUST ADD 50 pounds
3. No quick-change rear ends allowed.
4. Engine MUST BE cast iron block and in stock location. Cast iron heads are mandatory unless using a GM sealed crate motor all seals must be in factory location numbered and untampered (GM crate motor will receive NO WEIGHT BREAKS from base weight)	
5. Stock suspension components. No three-link suspension, no J-bars
6. Tires are limited to 8”, and must be D.O.T. 60/70, no racing tires., with a maximum 8” wheel width.
7. Chassis must be full stock frame, with a minimum 108” wheelbase.
8. Rear spoiler is permitted with up to 6” of surface height measurement.
9. The body must be stock appearing – no wedged-type bodies. The rear end must be fully enclosed with all Bumpers and rub rails must be inside of the body panels
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Description automatically generated]10. Racing transmission MUST add 50 pounds adding 50 lbs to the base weight of 3150 for a weight of 3200 pounds plus any additional weight for add ons.
